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Motivation

Ɇ Like other new technologies, the NOW system faces the chicken-and-egg 
problem

ɀ The newly provided active-safety functionality needs a high percentage of 
equipped cars

ɀ The system lacks merchandise appeal for early-adopters

Ɇ One solution: Deployment applications!

ɀ Provide functionality even in environments with only a few NOW-enabled 
vehicles

ɀ Help to overcome barriers during the market entry

Ɇ Users are interested in

ɀ Accessing photos, music and movies

ɀ Navigation

ɀ Accessing location-based information, e.g., points of interest (POIs)

ɀ Accessing car data like current speed or fuel-level

ɀ Car-2-car communication between friends, e.g., for chatting



Application areas

Ɇ Car-2-Infrastructure

ɀ Works with just one vehicle and one road-side-unit (RSU)

ɀ Enables information retrieval to find construction sites, POIs and other 
location-based data

Ɇ Using known technologies like 802.11a/b/g allows related use-cases, e.g., 
mobile phone-2-infrastructure 

Ɇ Car-2-Home

ɀ Works with just one vehicle

ɀ Can be used to access personal devices, e.g., for home automation or 
media server management

Ɇ Using existing standards simplifies the usage (because known applications 
can be reused)

Ɇ Local Car-2-Car

ɀ Works with two or more vehicles

ɀ Can be used to chat, to show photos or manage convoys
